· Walk tallies must be endorsed by a walk official at each checkpoint

· Walk tallies must be passed to a walk official at the end of the walk or when retiring from the walk at a checkpoint

· If you have to retire from the event please do so only at a checkpoint, ensure that you inform a walk official of your retirement and hand in your walk tally

· Please do not retire from the event without ensuring that the walk officials are informed!
· In the event of early retirement from the event, transport will be arranged for your return to the finish
