The Harvest Hobble Challenge Walk/Run 19th September
26 or 13 miles organised by the Lincolnshire LDWA group

This was the third time Lincs group have put on this event in recent times and the weather on the day was perfect for walking and running .

Disappointingly , the numbers were down a bit on last year and with almost equal numbers of walkers and runners it’s certainly a sign of the times .

Starting from the village hall in Ludford near Market Rasen in the Lincolnshire Wolds the route takes the walkers to the first check point in the pretty village of  Tealby , then past herds of deer on to the Rambler’s church at Walesby , Otby and and Normanby le Wold to the second check point at Acre House .

Then the route follows  Nettleton Beck for a while before  leaving the Viking Way long distance path to come up over Caistor High Street and along to check point 3 at Rothwell . Conveniently situated in the car park of the Blacksmith’s Arms this is an opportunity for thirsty walkers to slake their thirst before continuing to Stainton le Vale , then the  final check point at Binbrook and return to Ludford .
We had entrants from a wide area but in spite of not being familiar with the area no one went far off course so the route description must have been fairly good . A few , however , got more than their feet wet when they slipped off the submerged section of a board walk across marshy ground on the way to Binbrook , but that’s all part of the challenge .
A very encouraging aspect of the event was the almost equal numbers of male and female entrants . 
Overall the success of the event was down to a relatively small band of helpers , many of whom had little experience of organising challenge events .
